4.2  BANZAT Draft Budget 2018-2019

Notes to the Draft Budget 2018-2019

(1) Reserves brought forward from previous year: The figure of $8,802is the total retained earnings at 30 June 2017. At 30 June 2018 we anticipate having $8,497plus $3,000 in the special fund. The 2018-19 budget provides for income of $8,450, expenses of $12,285, giving a deficit of -$3,835. Reserves at the end of the year are budgeted at $4,662, plus unspent money in the special fund.

(2) Grants RNZFB: When BANZAT was founded in 2010 the Blind Foundation gave a commitment to continue with their annual grant of $8,300. There has been no increase in this grant since 2010, although BANZAT expenses to run the Trust are increasing. This situation is under discussion with the Blind Foundation and BLENNZ.

(3) Donations: We are not budgeting for any donations.

(4) Braille competition sponsorship: We are not budgeting for any income or expenses here. We are holding a special fund of $3,000.

(5) Trans-Tasman Certificate of Proficiency in UEB sponsorship: BANZAT runs the certificate examination each year, but all costs are carried by the Blind Foundation. This situation is under discussion with the Blind Foundation and BLENNZ.

(6) Governance training: This was provided by Vincent Naidu of Vincilaw in November 2016 and was most successful. We are not budgeting for further training in the coming year.

(7) Accreditation application fee: In Policy 7 Accreditation of Braille Producers Working in New Zealand the accreditation application fee is set at not less than $100.00. No one has yet applied for accreditation in the 2017-18 year. The 2018-19 budget has been conservatively set at one candidate.

(8) Accreditation annual renewal: In Policy 7 Accreditation of Braille Producers Working in New Zealand the annual renewal fee is set at not less than $50.00. The renewal fee for the one accredited individual producer has been received in the current year. The 2018-19 budget is set at one renewal fee.

(9) Administration: The unchanged budget is for 75 hours at $50.00 per hour. This covers the preparation of agendas and minutes, general correspondence, website maintenance, AGM arrangements, fundraising letters, and the Treasurer's role including the preparation of annual reports to Charities Services.

(10) Conferences, e.g. Australian Braille Authority: As part of the routine running of the Trust BANZAT must be represented at the Australian Braille Authority annual meeting by the New Zealand Examiner for the Trans-Tasman Certificate of Proficiency in UEB which we jointly administer with the Australian Braille Authority. The Blind Foundation has funded the Examiner's attendance in the past, but that is not a given. BANZAT funded the Examiner's attendance at the 2016 ABA Annual Meeting to enable discussions about possible changes to the examination criteria. The Blind Foundation funded the examiner's attendance at the 2017 and 2018 Round Table conferences. BANZAT ensures ongoing communications with ABA through this budget provision.

(11) Membership fees ICEB: ICEB fees are USD500.00 per annum. The fees for the 2018 year of $723have been paid as shown in the 2017-18 Actual Predicted column. Expenditure fluctuates each year according to the exchange rate on the day the fee is paid. An increase has been budgeted in the 2019 fees to allow for a worsening exchange rate.

(12) Travel air fares & taxis: We budget for four return flights and taxis to enable out-of-Auckland trustees to attend meetings. We are reimbursing three out-of-Auckland trustees, although one was not available to attend all four meetings in the current year. In light of the 2017-18 actual/predicted expense, the 2018-19 budget has been increased.

(13) Catering and room hire: This is for AGM costs and other possible expenditure.

(14) Website development: No provision is made for website development in the 2018-19 year.

(15) Marketing accreditation: The budget allows for the cost of time to generate emails and phone calls to known organisations that pay for braille transcription.

It was resolved:

That the draft budget be adopted with the proviso that it may change with the agreement of the trustees.

Moved: Wendy Richards. Seconded: Maria Stevens. (Res. 40-4).

5  BANZAT Strategy Report Back 

The activities for follow up by trustees were agreed in March 2017:

•  Digital engagement and communications strategy; Chantelle and Paula: see Item 12 below.

•  ICEB and BANZAT general running costs: Mary is building this into the funding case.

•  Running costs and likely numbers of the Trans-Tasman Certificate of Proficiency in UEB annual examination: Maria/Mary: this is part of the funding case and ongoing discussions with BLENNZ and the Blind Foundation.

•  Training programme for the accreditation of braille producers working in New Zealand: built into the Funding Case.

•  Braille Literacy Day & BLENNZ competition: Jenny/Julia/Natalie. The scope of this project has been cut right back. There will be a competition for secondary aged students to create a jingle with the prize the the opportunity to create it in a professional recording studio and have the result placed on the BLENNZ and BANZAT websites. An individual or group may enter. Numbers of braille learners are 19 at primary schools, 8 at intermediate schools, and 37 at secondary schools. The preferred kiwi logo was selected. Paula was asked to forward the approval she had obtained from the Department of Conservation. Primary and Intermediate aged students will be asked to make up a name for the New Zealand Braille Literacy Kiwi Mascot and collage a picture of it (A4 size). The competition will be launched on Monday 23 July at the beginning of school term 3, it will close on Friday 17 August, and winners will be announced on Braille Day Friday 7 September.

6  Trustee appointments

Trustees whose terms conclude at the end of the 2018 AGM on 11 September are Julia Budd (chosen by The Seven appointees of the five founding bodies), Chantelle Griffiths (appointed by the Blind Foundation), and Paula Waby (appointed by Blind Citizens NZ). PVI also has an appointment to make. The Seven trustees could also appoint a successor to Marion Satherley who stepped down in 2017 if a suitable person applies. A call to fill two trustee vacancies to be decided on by The Seven went out on 31 May, closing on 30 June.

Mary reported a phone call from David Heather in reply to her letter about PVI's appointment. He undertook to follow up a suggestion of a possible PVI appointee.

Mary reported she has received a letter from Sandra Budd advising that the Blind Foundation is reappointing Chantelle Griffiths, whose term will expire in 2021. The Blind Citizens NZ Board is expected to make its appointment during their upcoming Board meeting over the weekend of 23-24 June.

7  Trans-Tasman Certificate of Proficiency in Unified English Braille

In her role as New Zealand Examiner for the certificate, Maria reported that two recently recruited members to the Blind Foundation braille team have passed the certificate since November.

Maria said in Australia three people mark the papers. One writes up the errors for each candidate. Another marker reads the braille. The third marker review the print. Last year 20 candidates sat, with nine passes. The Australian results come out in early December. In New Zealand results are needed earlier because they form a component in the course for the teachers.

8  Accreditation of braille producers working in New Zealand

A call to become accredited went out on 12 May. Chantelle promoted this on Facebook providing more background information. Applications close on 30 June.

9  BANZAT Code Maintenance Committee

This committee considers and contributes to the discussions and decisions made about UEB by ICEB. Maria commented that the ICEB Code Maintenance Committee itself met in Dublin where she noticed that New Zealand, along with Australia, Ireland, Canada and South Africa have considerable influence.

10  International Council on English Braille and Australian Braille Authority

Maria distributed her written reports about ICEB and her attendance at the Round Table prior to the meeting.

11  Accessible Signage guidelines.

Maria and Chantelle advised these should be on the website by 30 June 2018. Several signage manufacturers are asking for guidance about braille. There are 700 signs to be put up in the Sky City Convention Centre.

12  Website, Facebook, Twitter, NZ BRL list 

Chantelle has been posting items on BANZAT's Facebook page about accreditation, the Onkyo Braille Essay Competition, and other braille related articles.

Mary advised that the refreshed BANZAT website has a facility to sign up to receive website updates either by email or as an RSS feed. Chantelle was asked to promote this facility on Facebook.

The information about the Trans-Tasman Certificate of Proficiency in UEB with sample papers is ready to be uploaded to the BANZAT website. Following discussion we agreed that Mary would work with Chantelle to review what information should go on to which page.

13  Strategic framework for the provision of braille services 

The final version was sent out with the Agenda.

We worked through the document.

It was resolved:

That BANZAT supports the Strategic Framework for the Provision of Braille Services, subject to the addition of descriptions of the work of the four stakeholders in the appendix.

Moved: Maria Stevens. Seconded: Paula Waby. (Res. 40-5).

14  Proposed braille survey. 

Researcher Dr Keith Gordon has returned to Canada. He advised Maria before he left that he would send her an updated survey.

15  Marrakesh Treaty 

In the Correspondence schedule is advice from the Ministry of Business, Innovation & Employment announcing the release of the Exposure Draft of Copyright (Marrakesh Treaty Implementation) Amendment Bill. Submissions on this exposure draft close on 18 July. The Bill may be revised and is expected in Parliament by the end of September. It will be referred to a Select Committee when we will have a further chance to make submissions.

This Bill amends the 1994 Copyright Act which contains the momentous Section 69 that allows prescribed bodies to produce accessible formats of published materials without having to get copyright owners' permissions. In Mary's opinion, if Parliament accedes to the Marrakesh Treaty, this will be the most important copyright legislation for blind and vision impaired people since the 1994 Copyright Act. Mary noted that BANZAT needs to watch this space as we hear the Australian Government's changes to their Copyright legislation to accede to the Marrakesh Treaty are more permissive than our Government is proposing.

16  September AGM preparations

The eighth Annual General Meeting of BANZAT is on Tuesday 11 September 2018 in the Board Room at Awhina House, Blind Foundation, 4 Maunsell Road, Parnell. Last year's invitation list with some tweaks was provided in the Agenda. Mary asked for any amendments and corrections as soon as possible. She said her goal is to send out the invitations in early July.

17  Trustee reports

•  Blind and Low Vision Education Network NZ (BLENNZ): Jenny McFadden, Natalie Stewart.

•  BLENNZ Music: Wendy Richards.

•  Blind Citizens NZ: Paula Waby. Again Blind Citizens NZ is looking after the 2018 Onkyo Braille Essay contest.

•  Blind Foundation: Chantelle Griffiths, Peter McGlinchey. Two staff members and a blind member are expected to be sitting the Certificate in UEB this year. Another braille awareness course for staff has been held in Christchurch with very positive feedback. The foundations of the course content were developed by Lisette. The Foundation's Pacific Services team is working with braille staff to lift awareness of braille among Pacific clients and find more culturally appropriate language for the braille course. Chantelle is working with students in the transition programme who may be able to offer peer support to adult new learners. The braille, large print and e-text team are now together in an open plan office. Several groups of visitors including braille-using students, Blind Foundation administration staff and publishers have recently toured.
